SUA Accepting Graduate School Applications

accepting applications for its master’s degree program in second and foreign language
education.

Students seeking admission to the program must hold a baccalaureate or bachelor’s
degree with a minimum grade point average of 2.7 or B— on a four-point scale. Applicants
whose native language is not English are required to submit a Test of English as a Foreign
Language with a minimum score of 600. In addition, the Graduate Record Examination and
competence in a foreign language are preferred, although they are not requirements for
admission.
